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Birmingham, Alabama: The May 12th earthquake in China’s Sichuan Province was a tremendous disaster 

with the Chinese government now predicting as many as 50,000 lives were lost, and countless others 

injured and left homeless.  The Birmingham Chinese Association (BCA) is leading efforts by several 

smaller China related organizations in Birmingham to collect funds to donate to relief agencies in 

support of their work to try to relieve as much earthquake related suffering as possible. 

Leda Summer, BCA President, stated “The world has become one large community with all of us 

dependent upon the goodwill and compassion of our neighbors to help see us through disasters such as 

the recent cyclone in Myanmar and now the massive earthquake in China.  All of us wish we could 

directly reach out our hands to help but since that is not possible; we will do what we can by working 

hard to raise funds to aid in the relief effort.”   

Allan Staib, BCA Vice President and President of the Birmingham Chapter of the U.S. China Peoples 

Friendship Association added “It is times like these when all the peoples of the world have an 

opportunity to come together and show our compassion, and build friendship and understanding, by 

doing all we can to help the many tens of thousands of people affected by these tragedies. We also feel 

deeply for the suffering of the peoples of Myanmar affected by the recent cyclone and are happy to see 

the large scale efforts being made to provide relief there.” 

In the weeks ahead, the BCA is planning on collecting donations in many areas around Birmingham 

including participating Chinese restaurants, donation tables outside of popular retail developments and 

universities, etc.
